EI AP no hard nada ni omitird hacer nada que pueda resultar en que World Animal
Protection infrinja sus politicas corporativas como se establece en el Anexo 3 (las
cuales pueden modificarse ocasionalmente).

El IIAP debe recibir la notificacion del requisito de demora en la
presentacion para publicacion dentro de los quince (15) dias posteriores a la
recepcion de la publicacion por parte de World Animal Protection, después de lo
cual el lIAP y el Investigador Principal tendrdn la libertad de asumir que World
Animal Protection no tiene ninguna objecion a la publicacion propuesta. Al recibir
una solicitud para retrasar la publicacion, las partes se esforzardn por llegar a un
compromiso mutuamente aceptable en relacion con el tono, la presentacién o el
contenido de la publicacidon para reflejar el equilibrio entre los objetivos
estratégicos mdas amplios de World Animal Protection y los derechos del IIAP en
relacion con el Surgimiento de la Propiedad Intelectual.

El IAP indemnizard a World Animal Protection por cualquier pérdida, incluidas (pero
no limitadas a) pérdidas directas, indirectas, especiales y consecuentes, pérdida
de ganancias, reputacion y/o fondo de comercio, responsabilidad o costos
(incluidos los costos legales razonables) incurridos por World Animal Protection en
relacion con los Servicios o cualquier incumplimiento de este Acuerdo, incluido,
entre otros, el incumplimiento de las garantias de la cldusula 7.3.

Nada en esta
clausula limita/excluye la responsabilidad de World Animal Protection por muerte
o lesiones personales resultantes de la negligencia de World Animal Protection,
para lo cual no se aplica ninguna limitacion.

Notificaciones

ANEXO1

LOS SERVICIOS DE INVESTIGACION, PRESUPUESTO Y CONDICIONES DE PAGO
1. Descripcion detallada de los Servicios de Investigacién

a. Desarrollo por parte del IIAP de una linea base de animales silvestres vivos y subproductos,
comercializados en los mercados de Belén y Modelo en Iquitos, y su respectiva clasificacion
taxondmica, con base en visitas semanales de investigadores locales a ambos mercados.
Durante todo el periodo de observacion, las visitas se realizaran alternativamente en dias
laborables y fines de semana, ascendiendo a un total de cuatro visitas. Las observaciones se
limitaran a lo que se muestra publicamente. Las interacciones con los vendedores deben
limitarse a lo que sea necesario y/o natural al moverse por un mercado. Los datos se registraran
a través de hojas de datos (co-creadas con World Animal Protection) y la recopilacién de
evidencia visual (fotos/videos) cuando sea necesario para identificar una especie.

2. Detalle de las Actividades

a. EIIlIAP identificara y contratara a dos investigadores locales (bajo un servicio de consultoria)
para realizar las visitas semanales (realizadas alternadamente entre semana y fines de semana,
sumando un total de cuatro visitas) a los mercados Belén y Modelo en Iquitos. El IIAP capacitara
a estos investigadores para el reconocimiento de las especies comercializadas en el mercado y
el lIAP sera responsable de coordinar las actividades semanales de los dos investigadores.

b. EI'lIAP co-creara una hoja de datos (borrador inicial a ser suministrado por World Animal
Protection) para la recopilacion de datos que se utilizara para las visitas en los mercados, y el
trabajo de campo de los dos investigadores en los mercados consistira en observaciones y
recopilacion datos de animales silvestres vivos y subproductos de animales silvestres
comercializados abiertamente en ambos mercados. Las variables clave registradas se
relacionaran con el tipo y el volumen de las especies de animales silvestres, los productos que se
ofrecen a la venta y los precios. No se recopilaran datos de identificacion del proveedor, y la base
de datos recopilada sera completamente andnima para proteger a los vendedores de danos o
discriminacion.

¢. Lainformacion sera registrada semanalmente por los dos investigadores, cargada en un
servicio encriptado en la nube cada semana, y el lIAP brindara actualizaciones mensuales sobre
los hallazgos presentes en ambos mercados. Las visitas incluiran la recopilacion de evidencia
visual (fotos/videos) cuando sea necesario para identificar una especie.

d. ElIIAP proporcionara una revisiéon taxonémica de otros conjuntos de datos (fotos y videos)
recopilados de forma independiente por World Animal Protection.

e. EIIIAP y los dos investigadores participaran en reuniones de trabajo mensuales con World Animal
Protection a los efectos de este proyecto. IIAP llevara a cabo la revision taxondmica de la evidencia
recopilada de ambos mercados por los dos investigadores y la evidencia visual proporcionada por el
personal de World Animal Protection.

3. Materiales a entregar por parte del IIAP

a. Informe sobre la diversidad de especies y cantidades de animales silvestres comercializadas
en los mercados de Belén y Modelo, que cubra informacién y hallazgos clave, incluidos los
precios de venta al final de la investigacion en octubre de 2023.

b. Actualizaciones mensuales con analisis de hallazgos y dinamicas de los mercados, a partir
del primer mes de la firma del contrato.

c. Provisiéon de una base de datos fotografica de especies comercializadas en los mercados de
Belén y Modelo para octubre de 2023, y se informara sobre el progreso en las reuniones
mensuales y actualizaciones por escrito.



d. Suministro de una base de datos de diversidad de fauna silvestre en los mercados de Belén
y Modelo que incluye: ubicacién, fecha, hora, nimero de puesto, nombre cientifico de la especie,
nombre comun de la especie, nombre local de la especie, estado de la UICN, estado de la Lista
Roja peruana, estado CITES, Tipo de producto, cantidad (n° de especimenes), elementos
identificadores unicos, descripcion general. La base de datos final debe proporcionarse en
octubre de 2023, y se informara sobre el progreso en las reuniones mensuales y las
actualizaciones por escrito.

THE RESEARCH SERVICES, BUDGET AND PAYMENT TERMS
1. Detailed description of Research Services

a. Development of a baseline of live wild animals and subproducts by IIAP, tfraded in the Belen and Modelo
markets in Iquitos, and their respective taxonomic classification, based on weekly visits by local investigators to both
markets. Throughout the period of observation, visits will be conducted alternately on weekdays and weekends,
amounting fo a fotal of four visits. Observations will be limited to what is displayed publicly. Interactions with vendors
must be limited to what is necessary and/or natural when moving through a market. The data will be recorded via
data sheets (co-created with World Animal Protection) and the collection of visual evidence (photos/videos) when
necessary fo identify a species.

2. Activities detail

a.  IIAP will identify and hire two local researchers (under a consultancy service) to carry out the weekly visits
(conducted alternately on weekdays and weekends, amounting to a total of four visits) to Belen and Modelo
markets in Iquitos. IIAP will frain these researchers for the of the recognition of the species traded in the market and
IIAP will be responsible for coordinating the weekly activities of the two researchers.

b.  1IAP will co-create a data sheet (initial draft to be supplied by World Animal Protection) for data collection that
will be used for the visits in the markets, and the field work by the two researchers in the markets will consist of
observations and data collection of live wild animals and subproducts of wild animals openly tfraded in both
markets. Key variables recorded will relate to the type and volume of wild animal species, products being offered
for sale and prices. No identifying vendor data will be collected, and the database collated will be entirely
anonymous to protect vendors from harm or discrimination.

c.  The information will be registered on a weekly basis by the two researchers, uploaded to a cloud encrypted
service every week, and IIAP will give monthly updates about the findings present in both markets. The visits will
include the collection of visual evidence (photos/videos) when necessary to identify a species.

d. IIAP will provide taxonomic review of other data sets (photos and videos) collected independently
by World Animal Protection.

e. IIAP and the two researchers will participate in monthly work meefings with World Animal Protection for the purpose of
this project. IIAP will conduct the taxonomic revision of evidence gathered from both markets by the two researchers and
visual evidence provided by World Animal Protection staff.

3. |IAP Deliverables

a. Report on the diversity of species and quantities of wildlife traded at the Belen and Modelo Markets, covering
key insights and findings, including sale prices by the end of the research in October 2023.

b.  Monthly updates with the findings analysis and dynamics of the markets, starting after the first month of the
confract signature.

c.  Provision of a Photographic database of species fraded in Belen and Mercado markets by October 2023,
and progress will be reported on the monthly meetings and written updates.

d. Provision of a Database of wildlife diversity in the Belen and Modelo markets including: location, date, fime,
stall number, species scientific name, species common name, species local name, IUCN Status, Peruvian Red List
status, CITES status, Product type, amount (no. of specimens), unique identifier items, general description. Final
database should be provided by October 2023, and progress will be reported on the monthly meetings and
written updates.

1.2.3. aftending meefings with government ministers or civil servants to discuss the progress of a taxpayer
funded grant scheme;

1.2.4. responding to public consultations, where the topic is relevant o the objectives of the Project. To avoid
doubt, Eligible Expenditure does not include the Grantee spending the Grant on lobbying other people to
respond to any such consultation (unless explicitly permitted in the Grant Funding Agreement);

1.2.5. providing independent, evidence-based policy recommendations to local government, departments or
government ministers, where that is the objective of a taxpayer funded grant scheme, for example, "What

Works Centres’:

1.2.6. providing independent evidence-based advice to local or national government as part of the general
policy debate, where that is in line with the objectives of the Grant.

Ineligible Expenditure

1.3. The Grantee may not in any circumstances claim the following non-exhaustive list as Eligible Expenditure:

1.3.1. paid for lobbying, which means using the Grant to fund lobbying (via an external firm or in-house staff)
in order to undertake activities intended to influence or attempt to influence Parliament, government or polifical
activity; or attempting to influence legislative or regulatory action;

1.3.15. liabilities (including contingent liabilities) incurred before the commencement of the Grant Funding
Agreement unless expressly agreed in writing by the Department;

1.3.16. overheads allocated or apportioned ot rates materially in excess of those used for any similar activity
work carried out by the Grantee;

1.3.17. activities that result in commercial gain or profit or any profit element for the Grantee. For the avoidance
of doubt, no profit, dividends, bonuses and/or any similar or equivalent benefit will be paid to the owners,
members, and directors of the Grantee;

1.3.18. interest charges;

1.3.19. service charges arising on finance leases, hire purchase and credit arrangements;

1.3.20. costs involved in winding up a company;

1.3.21. payments info private pension schemes or for unfunded pensions;

1.3.22. compensation for loss of office, bad debts arising from loans to proprietors, pariners, employees,
directors, shareholders, guarantors, or a person connected with any of these;

1.3.23. gifts and enfertaining (entertaining for this purpose means anything that would be a taxable benefit to
the person being entertained, according to current UK tax regulations);
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1.3.24. travel and subsistence that would give rise to a taxable benefit were the cost to be incurred by, but
not borne by, an individual;

1.3.25. reclaimable VAT and any other tax (except PAYE);

1.3.26. late payment charges for credit or charge cards and costs resulting from the deferral of payments to
creditors;

1.3.27. any liability arising out of negligence on the part of the Grantee or its Representatives, sub-contractors,
and agents;

1.3.28. payments arising from a contractual commitment by single tender acfion with a current or former
director of the Grantee or current or former member of its staff without written approval from the Department;

1.3.29. purchase of land or the purchase and/or construction of buildings (unless the relevant purchase
and/or construction is explicitly identified in the Grant Offer Letfter as being within the scope of the Project);

1.3.30. arms and ammunition

1.3.31. any items whose trade is prohibited under, or is otherwise not in compliance with, the Convention on
International Trade in Endangered Species,

1.3.32. any ofther items which are sourced or used otherwise than legally and in accordance with all
applicable national and international laws and treaties.

1.4. Notwithstanding the foregoing, to the extent that an activity is explicitly authorised as Eligible Expenditure,

it will be deemed to be authorised notwithstanding that it otherwise falls within the definition of Ineligible

	1.1 IIAP will develop the Research Services specified in Schedule 1 to this Agreement ("the Services”) upon the terms and conditions set out below.

	2. IIAP’s Obligations
	2.1 IIAP will develop the Research Services promptly with reasonable skill and care and to the best of their ability.
	2.2 In the development of the Research Services, the IIAP shall do nothing nor act in a manner that would bring or is likely to bring damage to World Animal Protection’s reputation or goodwill.
	2.3 IIAP will comply with all relevant laws, regulations and best practice when providing the Services.
	2.4 If IIAP is unable to develop the Research in accordance with this Agreement for any reason it shall notify World Animal Protection immediately and provide World Animal Protection with such information as it may require.
	2.5 Any mistakes or errors in the development of this Research must be rectified by the IIAP without any additional costs to World Animal Protection.
	2.6 IIAP shall have no authority and shall not hold itself out as having authority to bind World Animal Protection, unless World Animal Protection has specifically permitted this in writing in advance.
	2.7 IIAP shall not do anything or omit to do anything which could result in World Animal Protection breaching its corporate policies as set out in Schedule 3 (which may be amended from time to time).

	3. World Animal Protection´s Obligations
	3.1 World Animal Protection shall pay IIAP the fee set out in Schedule 1 (“the Fee”) in accordance with the payment terms set out in Schedule 1.
	3.2 Notwithstanding any other provision in this Agreement, the total amount to be transferred under this Agreement shall not exceed USD 17,648 (Seventeen thousand six hundred and forty eight US dollars) inclusive of VAT, except with the prior written consent of World Animal Protection. This amount shall not be used to pay for any ineligible expenditures as described in Schedule 4.

	4. Expenses
	4.1 Unless otherwise agreed in writing between World Animal Protection and IIAP, IIAP shall be responsible for all expenses incurred by its staff or personnel in relation to the provision of Services.

	5. Confidential Information
	5.1 IIAP will, and shall procure its staff and personnel and/or any of the persons or organisations engaged to provide the Services will, keep secret and not disclose or permit to be disclosed to any person or make use of or permit to be made use of any confidential information relating to World Animal Protection or any of its dealings and/or activities including (but not limited to) business plans, budgets, finances and proposed future activities. This obligation will remain in force notwithstanding termination of this Agreement for any reason whatsoever provided that the obligations contained in this clause will not apply to information which:
	5.1.1 comes into the public domain otherwise than due to a breach of IIAP’s obligations; or
	5.1.2 IIAP can prove was in its possession free of restriction at the time this Agreement was entered into; or
	5.1.3 comes into the possession of IIAP from a third party without involving any breach of obligation to World Animal Protection.

	5.2 All documents, manuals, hardware and software provided for IIAP’s use by World Animal Protection, and any data or documents (including copies) produced, maintained or stored on World Animal Protection’s computer systems or other electronic equipment (including mobile phones if provided by World Animal Protection) remain the property of World Animal Protection.

	6. Data Protection and Data Processing
	6.1 World Animal Protection may process “personal data” relating to IIAP (including its staff and personnel and/or any of the persons or organisations engaged to provide the services) for certain legitimate business purposes, which include legal, personnel, administrative and management purposes.
	6.2 IIAP consents to World Animal Protection making such information available to those who provide products or services to World Animal Protection (such as advisers, funders, regulatory authorities, governmental or quasi governmental organisations and potential purchasers of World Animal Protection or any part of its business).

	7. Assignment of Rights
	7.1 IIAP hereby assigns and grants to World Animal Protection throughout the world: 
	7.1.1 with full title guarantee all of IIAP’s rights, title and interest in and to the entire intellectual property including (without limitation) the entire: copyright (and by way of immediate assignment of present and future copyright), registered and unregistered trade marks, design rights, goodwill and all other rights and interests whatsoever in all products of the Services, throughout the world for the full period of such rights therein (or of such other rights as are similar and/or equivalent to the rights listed in this clause 7.1.1), and all renewals and extensions of such rights (the “Contract Rights”), in perpetuity for World Animal Protection’s own use and benefit absolutely; 
	7.1.2 consent under the Copyright Designs and Patents Act 1988, or any statutory modification or re-enactment, to enable World Animal Protection to make the fullest use of the Services;

	7.2 IIAP agrees to procure waivers from all authors of the Contract Rights, under which such authors will waive any moral rights in products of the Services as may be conferred by legislation enacting Chapter IV of Part 1 of the Copyright, Designs and Patents Act 1988, or any other legislation in force from time to time enacted in any jurisdiction conferring moral rights. 
	7.3 IIAP warrants that the exploitation of the rights assigned by this Agreement will not infringe the rights of any third party, and that it shall obtain all necessary rights and permissions to ensure World Animal Protection can enjoy the Contract Rights assigned to World Animal Protection under clause 7.1.
	7.4 IIAP will be accredited in such a way and in such publicity material as World Animal Protection shall reasonably decide if shared externally. 
	7.5 Activities relating to the project include the creation of scientific manuscripts with the intent to submit for peer review and publication. As such, the IIAP will provide copies of any proposed publication related to this Agreement to World Animal Protection for review to ensure compliance with the terms of this Agreement. If World Animal Protection has concerns in relation to the tone, presentation or content of the proposed publication, it may notify the IIAP and seek for publication to be delayed for corrections accordingly, with such delay not to extend beyond thirty (30) days from World Animal Protection’s notification of the requirement for delay. Notification of the requirement for delay in submission for publication must be received by the IIAP within (15) days after the receipt of publication by World Animal Protection, after which time the IIAP and the Principal Investigator shall be free to assume that World Animal Protection has no objection to the proposed publication. On receipt of a request for the delay of publication the parties will endeavor to reach a mutually acceptable compromise in relation to the tone, presentation, or content of the publication in order to reflect the balance between World Animal Protection wider strategic objectives and the IIAP rights in relation to Arising Intellectual Property. 
	7.6 The obligations contained in this clause 7.1 shall remain in force notwithstanding termination of this Agreement for any reason whatever. 

	8. Duration
	THIS Agreement shall remain in force from 05/10/2022 to 31/10/2023 unless:
	8.1.1 terminated earlier by either party on the expiry of 30 days notice in writing given to the other at any time; or
	8.1.2 in accordance with clause 8.2.
	8.2 Without prejudice to other remedies, World Animal Protection may terminate this Agreement immediately upon service of written notice upon IIAP if IIAP:
	8.2.1 commits any material breach of any of the terms of this Agreement;
	8.2.2 fails or refuses after being served with written warning by World Animal Protection to provide the Services in a manner and at a time reasonably required by World Animal Protection; or
	8.2.3 be guilty, and/or if any of its staff or personnel are guilty, of gross misconduct or conduct which might be prejudicial to the interest of World Animal Protection, and/or which damages or is likely to damage the reputation or goodwill of World Animal Protection.

	8.3 Is found to have acted contrary to Schedule 2, 3, or 4

	9. Taxation, Insurance and Liability
	9.1 IIAP shall indemnify World Animal Protection for any loss, including (but not limited to) direct, indirect, special and consequential loss, loss of profit, reputation and/or goodwill, liability or costs (including reasonable legal costs) incurred by World Animal Protection in connection with the Services or any breach of this Agreement including, without limitation, a breach of the warranties in clause 7.3.
	9.2 IIAP shall maintain in force during the period of this Agreement adequate and appropriate insurance cover with reputable insurers acceptable to World Animal Protection in respect of its potential liability under this Agreement, and shall promptly provide to World Animal Protection any evidence, documents or materials reasonably requested by World Animal Protection in relation to such insurance cover.
	9.3 In circumstances where IIAP suffers loss or damage arising out of or in relation to this Agreement, World Animal Protection accepts no liability and will not reimburse IIAP for any losses.  Nothing in this clause limits/excludes World Animal Protection’s liability for death or personal injury resulting from World Animal Protection’s negligence, for which no limitation applies.

	10. Notice
	10.1 Any notice to be served on IIAP under this Agreement shall be deemed validly served if delivered to it at the above address, or such other address in the UK or email address which it has notified to World Animal Protection in writing.

	11. Variation and Third Party Rights
	11.1 This Agreement may only be varied by a document signed by representatives of World Animal Protection and IIAP.
	11.2 The Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 shall not apply to this Agreement and no person other than IIAP and World Animal Protection shall have any rights under it.

	12. Governing Law and Jurisdiction
	12.1 This Agreement and any dispute or claim arising out of or in connection with it or the Services shall be governed by and in accordance with the law of England and Wales.  The parties irrevocably agree that the courts of England and Wales shall have exclusive jurisdiction to settle any dispute or claim that arises out of or in connection with this Agreement or the Services.

	13. Any other details of the Services
	13.1 In the course of the service, IIAP agrees to comply at all times with the World Animal Protection brand guidelines when referring to World Animal Protection.  Misrepresentation of the brand or misuse of the trade marks in any way will be treated as a material breach of the agreement
